» |f the chair is not being used, turn the power switch to the OFF position and
unplug the massage chair from the electrical outlet to prevent any damages to the
chair when there are power outages/surges that may cause serious damage.

» Never plug/unplug the power cord plug socket with wet hands,

= When placing a mat under the unit, the size of the mat should be sufficient
(at least 52" x 32") to cover the areas where the unit touches and where
the legrest could touch the floor, as shown in the diagram on the above.
